Top Storylines: 
USI 2nd  in the national poll. The University of Southern Indiana remained second 
in the latest NABC/Division II Top 25 poll released February 9. USI has been ranked 
98 of the last 130 ranking weeks since 2000, including 50 weeks in the top 10 and 
four weeks at number one. The next poll is February 16.  
 

 2009-10 Eagles are first to 22.  The 2009-10 Screaming Eagles have the best 
record (22-0) and longest winning streak (22) in the NCAA. Division II top-ranked 
Arkansas Tech University tied USI at 22-0 with its win on Thursday.  
 

 USI is 3-0 against ranked teams. USI is 3-0 against the top 25 in 2009-10 with 
the wins over Bellarmine University, Kentucky Wesleyan College, and Drury 
University. The Eagles move to 43-35 (.551) since 1992-93 versus a ranked 
teams.  

 

 Smith is tops in the GLVC. USI senior guard Jamar Smith leads the GLVC and 
the team with 22.5 points per game this season. He also has scored 30-or-more 
points in four games this season. He also needs five three-point field goals to tie 
Melvin Hall’s school record of 103 in 2006-07. 

 

 Bradshaw is red hot. Senior forward Tyrone Bradshaw has been doing it all the 
last 15 games. He is averaging 14.2 points, 6.1 rebounds, 1.3 assists, 0.9 steals, 
and 2.6 blocks per game. Bradshaw has scored in double-figures 14 times in the 
last 15 contests, shooting 64.6 percent from the field (82-127). 

 

 Gant leads country in assist/turnover ratio. Junior guard Kevin Gant leads the 
nation in assist/turnover ratio (4.9 to 1). He is averaging a team-high 5.5 assists per 
game, 5.9 in his last 15 games. Gant also is 27-of-29 from the line in his last 15 
appearances. 

 

 Gray heats up. Senior guard Marvin Gray has heated offensively in the last three 
games, averaging 12.3 points per game off the bench.

USI’s GLVC  Season Notes: 
 Smith is leading scorer in GLVC. Senior guard Jamar Smith 

is the GLVC’s top scorer with 22.7 points per conference 
game. USI also is the scoring leader in GLVC games with 
85.8 points per contest. 
 

 USI tops GLVC in conference games. USI is ranked first in 
eight statistics categories in conference games only (as of 
February 7, 2010).  

 

 USI vs. GLVC since 1992-93. The Eagles have been 
dominating in the GLVC since 1992-93, posting a regular 
season conference record of 272-68 (.800). Between 1992 
and 2009, USI has had at least 14 wins 16 times, posted 16 
or more wins eight times, and won seven regular season 
conference titles. 

Against the East Division. The Eagles have started the year 
4-0 against the new GLVC East Division.  
 

 Against the GLVC North. USI is 4-0 against the GLVC 
North Division. 

 

 Against the GLVC West. USI is 5-0 against the GLVC 
East Division. 

 

 Forecast is USI in fourth in 2009-10.  The GLVC coaches 
forecast that USI will finish fourth in the new GLVC East 
Divisions that also features Bellarmine University, Northern 
Kentucky University, Kentucky Wesleyan College, and the 
University of Indianapolis. 



USI Season Notes: 
 USI tops century mark seven times. The Screaming Eagles have 
topped the century mark in seven of the last nine games. The 
Eagles are 119-3 (.975) when it scores 100 or more points and 12-3 
(.800) when both teams score 100 or more since 1992-93. USI has 
won the last 63 games when it has posted 100 or more points. 
 

 Leaders in January. The USI leaders in January were senior guard 
Jamar Smith with 21.3 points per game, while senor forward 
Tyrone Bradshaw averaged 14.9 points per contest. Junior 
forward Mohamed Ntumba led on the boards with 6.3 rebounds 
per appearance.  
 

 Leaders in December. The USI leaders in the 7-0 December were 
senior guard Jamar Smith with a team-best 25.6 points per game, 
while senior forward Tyrone Bradshaw dropped in 11.4 points per 
game and senior center Jeron Lewis scored at a 10.8 points per 
contest pace. Lewis also led the team with 6.2 rebounds per game.  

 

 Leaders in November. The Eagles were led in the 4-0 November 
by senior guard Jamar Smith with a team-high 14.3 points per 
game. Senior center Jeron Lewis averaged 14.3 points and a 
team-high 7.0 rebounds per game, while senior forward Tyrone 
Bradshaw and junior guard C.J. Trotter averaged 11.3 and 10.3 
points per appearance, respectively. 

 

 Eagle bench contributing. USI’s bench is contributing 28.8 points 
per game, compared to the opponent’s bench of 20.7 points per 
contest.  

 

 USI controlling the paint. The Eagles are controlling the paint by 
averaging 32.1 points per game, compared to 20.9 for the 
opponents. USI also out rebounds the opponents 39.0-31.3. 
 

 National Preseason Polls.  USI was shut out of the 2009-10 
preseason polls, but was recognized a “break through team” by the 
Sporting News. This is the first time since 1992-93 that the Eagles 
have not been ranked in a top 10, 20, or 25 preseason poll. 

 

 Smith hits from long range. USI senior guard Jamar Smith has 
hit 98 three-point field goals in 22 games, an average of 4.5 per 
game. He is on pace to surpass the USI single-season record of 
103 that was set by Melvin Hall in 2006-07 and needs to average 
one per contest to tie the record.. 

 

 Smith making run at scoring record. USI senior guard Jamar 
Smith is averaging 22.5 points per game and chasing Stan 
Gouard’s record of 623 points (1994-95). He needs to average 25.6 
points per contest to break the season record. 

Eagles reach 27 wins. USI reached the 27-win plateau fifth 
time in six seasons. The Eagles also have attained at least 
25-wins six times in seven seasons and 20-wins 16 times in 
17 years. USI has won at least 25 games 13 times in the last 
17 seasons. The Eagles are 453-104 (.813) since 1992-93. 

 

 Home-Sweet-Home. USI is 266-22 (.924) at home since 
1992-93 when playing at the PAC after starting the year with 
11 home wins. 

 

 USI leaders at the home this year. Senior guard Jamar 
Smith lead the Eagles at the PAC with 23.6 points per game. 
Smith is followed by senior forward Tyrone Bradshaw with 
11.9 points. 
 

 USI leaders on the road. Senior guard Jamar Smith leads 
USI on the road with 19.6 points per game. Senior forward 
Tyrone Bradshaw follows with 15.1 points per contest. 
 

 USI leaders at a neutral site. Senior guard Jamar Smith led 
the way at a neutral site with 25.5 points per game in the only 
two games away from the PAC this season. He was followed 
by junior center Mohamed Ntumba with 13.5 points per game 
and senior forward Tyrone Bradshaw with 12.5 points per 
contest.  
 

 The magic number is 70. USI is 251-40 (.863) when 
scoring 70 points or more in a game since 1999-2000. The 
Eagles are just 17-30 (.361) when scoring less than 70 
during the last 10 years.  

 

 USI in overtime. The Eagle was 2-0 in overtime last year and are 
25-16 (.610) in overtime since the beginning of the program in 
1970-71. 
 

 National honors in 2009-10, Senior guard Jamar Smith was 
recognized as the Division II Bulletin Player of the Month for 
December, while Head Coach Rodney Watson was named
